BY‑LAWS TO NATIONAL CONSTITUTION

ARTICLE I ‑ NAME AND PURPOSE

Section 1. This organization shall be called Alpha Epsilon Delta. The chapter at the University of South Florida shall be designated the Florida Delta Chapter.

Section 2. The object of this society shall be:

(1)To encourage excellence in premedical scholarship.

(2)To stimulate an appreciation of the importance of premedical education in the study of medicine.

(3)To promote cooperation and contacts between medical and premedical students and educators in developing an adequate program of premedical education.

(4)To bind together similarly interested students.

(5)To use its knowledge for the benefit of health organizations, charities, and the community.

ARTICLE II ‑ MEMBERSHIP

Section 1. Associate Membership.

(1)One must commit four hours of service activity for our chapter in a semester to become an associate member. To remain an Associate member, one must do four hours service activity each spring and fall semester. One is no longer an Associate member if he or she has failed to

perform service activity the previous fall or spring semester.

( 2 )Service activity is defined as a task that benefits AED or any projects that AED is involved in. The officers shall determine exactly what tasks shall be included in service activities.

( 3 )Associate members may enjoy all the privileges of our chapter of AED, including voting, except for running for certain officer positions which we must submit to the national office. They may run for the position of 2nd vice president or recording secretary. Associate members may chair a committee.

(4)Associate members are not a members of the national Alpha Epsilon Delta premedical honor society and will not be recognized by the governing body of the national society.

(5)No more than twenty percent (20%) non‑students will exceed membership.

Section 2. National membership.

(1)The student shall be engaged in courses leading to the study of medicine.

(2)The student shall have completed at least three semesters or five quarters of premedical work with a general scholastic average of at least 3.0 on a 4.0 for "A", with an average of 3.0 in the sciences, and rank in the upper 35 percent of the class in general scholarship.

(3)Character, general ability, and personality must be considered carefully in the selection of every member.

(4)Any student with a grade point average of 3.0 on a 4.0 scale for "A", for at least two semesters or three quarters transferring from a school (or schools) to one with an active chapter will be scholastically eligible for membership after the completion of one semester or two quarters. Scholastic eligibility at the new school will be determined by averaging all grades from both the old and new schools (and all science grades from both schools in determining the science average). Otherwise, a transfer student must comply with the previous requirements as if that student was just starting school.

(5)Screening of prospective members will be done by the

executive board (officers and chairs of committees). This review board will check the qualifications of the prospective members to be sure they meet the requirements of the Constitution and By‑Laws.

(6)Members who are initiated into Alpha Epsilon Delta must meet financial obligations as required by Alpha Epsilon Delta (National Dues).

(7)Election to membership shall be by a favorable vote of at least three‑ fourths (3/4) of the active members present at a regular meeting of the Chapter.

(8)No more than twenty percent (20%) non‑students will exceed membership.

(9)A National member must first satisfy the requirements for Associate membership.

(10)A National member no longer has to satisfy requirements to remain a member.

ARTICLE III ‑ MEETINGS

Section 1. The Florida Delta Chapter of Alpha Epsilon Delta shall conduct formal business meetings, preferably one business meeting at the first scheduled meeting of each month.

Section 2. Meetings shall be held in accordance with Robert's Rules of Order.

Section 3. Officers are expected to meet regularly as needed to conduct chapter business. 

ARTICLE IV ‑OFFICERS

Section 1. The duties of each office are as follows:

(1)President: Will preside at all Alpha Epsilon Delta meetings, oversee other chapter officers and all committees, and to propose legislation as he/she sees fit and necessary.  Members have the option of electing co-presidents to share the duties of the president.

(2)First Vice‑President: Will chair the Speaker/Activity committee of which the purpose is to plan the agenda for the semester, including the induction ceremony. In the absence of the President, he/she shall preside at any Alpha Epsilon Delta meetings.

(3)Second Vice‑President: Will chair the Advertising Committee. This position is open to Associate members.

(4)Treasurer: Will chair the Fundraising Committee. Will be responsible for keeping accurate records of all financial transactions involving Alpha Epsilon Delta.

(5)Corresponding Secretary: Will be responsible for all correspondence of our Florida Delta Chapter, including invitations and thank you letters to speakers as well as announcements to members.

(6)Recording Secretary: Will be responsible for keeping accurate and up to date membership listing and minutes of each Alpha Epsilon Delta meeting. Will help the Historian in writing the annual report. This position is open to Associate members.

(7)Historian: Will be responsible for collecting material for the Alpha Delta scrap book each year as well as writing the annual report with the help of the Recording Secretary. Will write and submit a report of the activities of our chapter to the National Alpha Epsilon newsletter, the Scalpel. If the Historian wishes, he/she can assign the duty of writing the Scalpel report to a national or associate member. This position shall be known as the Scalpel reporter.

(8)Advertising chair (Local office): Will be responsible for advertising meeting times and events.

ARTICLE V ‑ OFFICER ELECTIONS

Section 1. Elections of officers for the Florida Delta Chapter of Alpha Epsilon Delta will be held the Spring Semester of every school year. To qualify for an office, an Alpha Epsilon Delta member must:

(1)Be an active national member in good standing with Alpha Epsilon Delta.

(2)Show an active interest in working toward the betterment of the chapter which shall be determined by the president.

(3)Be able to carry out his/her duties without interference from extracurricular activities.

(4)The positions of Advertising chair, Scalpel and Historian may be held by associate members. 

ARTICLE VI ‑ OFFICER REMOVAL

Section 1. In order to call for a special meeting, four (4) out of the seven (7) officers must express this desire in writing to the President.

Section 2. A motion for impeachment must be made and seconded during a called meeting. This motion must show due cause for it being entertained and must receive a three‑fourths (3/4) vote of the active membership present in order to pass.

ARTICLE VII ‑ AMENDMENTS TO BY‑LAWS

Section 1. The By‑Laws of Alpha Epsilon Delta, Florida Delta Chapter, can be amended by a three‑fourths (3/4) vote of the active membership present at any Alpha Epsilon Delta meeting in order to pass.

Section 2. Amendment changes shall be brought before Student Organizations Advisory Board (S.O.A.B.).

ARTICLE VIII ‑ QUORUM

Section 1. Quorum shall consist of at least 20% of the active voting members. Active voting members include all national and associate members currently enrolled at USF.

ARTICLE IX ‑ HAZING CLAUSE

Section 1. This organization prohibits its members, both individually and collectively, from committing any acts of hazing defined herein.

Section 2. "Hazing" means any action or situation which recklessly or intentionally endangers the mental or physical health or safety of a student for the purpose of initiation or admission into or affiliation with this organization. Such term shall include, but not be limited to, any brutality of a physical nature, such as whipping, beating, branding, forced calisthenics, exposure to the elements, forced consumption of any food, liquor, drug, or other substance, or any other forced physical activity which could adversely affect the mental health or dignity of the individual to extreme mental stress, such as sleep deprivation, forced exclusion from social contact, forced conduct which could result in extreme embarrassment, or any other forced activity which could adversely affect the mental health or dignity of the individual. For the purpose of this section, any activity described above upon which the initiation or admission into or affiliation with this organization is directly or indirectly conditioned shall be presumed a "forced activity", the willingness of an individual to participate in such activity not withstanding.
